1.  Funding Source
Esmee Fairbairne Foundation, and match funded by Manchester Children’s Services.

2.  Funding period

From April 2008 to March 2010.  (Please note that contracts of all staff at Wai Yin are reviewed every year)

3.  Funding value

£30,000.00 from Esmee Fairbairn Foundation.

£30,000.00 match fund from Manchester Children’s Services.

4.  Aim of the project

To promote good family relationships between Chinese parents and children by providing high quality of family learning programmes for Chinese families in Greater Manchester, and the programmes are particularly provided for parents who have not had structured learning for at least 3 years.

5.  Objectives of the project

· To recruit totally 100 Chinese parents* in 2 years’ time to participate in the activities provided by the Family Learning Unit.

· To organise interest based learning courses to Chinese parents / learners.
· To recruit appropriate qualified tutors to deliver interest based courses.

· To support learners by giving information and advice in the friendly environment of Wai Yin.

· To view interest based course as first step for the Chinese parents and encourage them to be engaged in further structured education programmes either in Wai Yin or other education institutes.   

Note: *These parents must not have structured learning for at least the 


past three years.  Their children are aged between 5 and 13.
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
