Background Information for Youth Project Linkworker 
Many young people from the Chinese community experience conflict with their parents who have traditional cultural expectations.  Young Chinese sometimes experience a conflict of identity and expectations.  Early adulthood presents challenges and opportunities.  

1.  Project Aim 

The Youth Project aims to support young people aged 15 – 25 to believe in themselves, to be proud of being both Chinese and British and to use their talents and skills to serve their community.  The Youth Project of Wai Yin also offers young people the opportunity to realise their potential and contribute fully to the world in which they live.  The project believes ‘there is a leader in you’ in the young people.
2.  Project Objectives
· To enhance and cultivate a sense of self-determination and participation by giving young people autonomy in running a youth committee.
· To raise cultural awareness and identify of being a British Chinese young person.

· To provide educational training to support young people to gain employment skills.

· To provide emotional and social support for young people.

· To widen the horizons of young people and create opportunities for them to develop their potential.

· To network with relevant local, regional and national youth service providers.
